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RURAL WATER 

MONITORING COMMITTEE

The Rural Water Monitoring Committee is part of a National network of Committee overseeing the Rural Water Programme. The Rural Water Programme as implemented by Donegal County Council endeavours to meet the following key objectives:

· To pursue a planned approach to investment and ensure best practice in all aspects of the management and operation of Rural Water Schemes.

· To give practical effect to the principle of partnership with the voluntary group sector in the determination and implementation of policy on rural water supply.

Terms of Reference

 A new Rural Water Monitoring Committee is now required pending the establishment of a County Rural Water Services Committee under Section 76 of the Water Services Act 2007. The committee will be mainly concerned with advising on policy with regards to rural water supply within the Council area and monitoring the implementation of the various schemes for the improvement and provision of new water supplies to rural households.

The main functions of the committee will include:

· overseeing the operation of the Rural Water Programme in County Donegal.

· providing input to the National Rural Water Services Committee.

The County Committee as set up by Donegal County Council consists of the following:

(a) 4 members of Donegal County Council

(b) 2 members from nominations by the Group Schemes Sector

(c) 2 members from nominations by Rural Organisation e.g IFA, ICMSA, ICA, Macra na Feirme.

Nominations

Two nominations are invited from the Group Scheme Sector to serve on the County Committee. All nominations must be accompanied by written confirmation from the Group Scheme Committee that this is the agreed nominee of the Committee.

Two nominations are invited from the Rural Organisations to serve on the County Committee. All nominations must be accompanied by written confirmation from the Rural Organisation that this is the agreed nominee of the Organisation.

Nominations should be addressed to the Director of Services, Water, Environment and Emergency Section, Donegal County Council, County House, Lifford and returned on or before 4.00p.m. on Friday 29th May 2008.
